Big Idea: Throughout time and across cultures, artists have expressed emotion through abstract art.
Lesson Title:  Stories of Emotions
Grade: 10th/11th Grade 
Time Allotment: 7 days, 50 minutes each
OVERVIEW
1) Lesson Summary: 
	At the start of the lesson, the students will observe various abstract expressionistic art. The students will be asked to discuss stories of emotions from their observation. Along with discussing abstract expressionistic art, they will be asked to relate personal stories to their own emotion thumbnails from the previous lesson. After writing and discussing, the students will create a large line drawing expressing a negative and positive emotion related to their previous thumbnails. They will construct large versions of two thumbnails. The students can use paint, colored pencil, permanent marker, or mixed media for their projects.

OBJECTIVES:  
The students will…
1) Knowledge
· Categorize emotions to stories while looking at abstract art and through discussion.  
· Compare personal stories to emotions in thumbnails, and write them down in their sketchbooks.
2) Skills
· Write stories related to their emotions in their sketchbooks.
· Create a large work of art based on their stories and emotion thumbnails on illustration board.
3) Dispositions
· Discuss with classmates their opinions related to their own artwork and the work of others.
· Choose if speaking, writing, or art is easier to express themselves through a class debate.
· Choose which medium best describes their chosen emotions through exit slips.
· Better understand how to express stories of emotions through art making.

ASSESSMENT: 
Pre-Assessment and Formative Assessment:
- The student should participate in discussion at the beginning of classes and whenever discussion is encouraged by the teacher. This will count as participation points.

Formative Assessment:
- The students will be asked to create a line and color artwork matching two emotions. A negative emotion a positive emotions should be chosen, and the students should have stories written on each emotion they pick. The story will be written in sketchbooks and checked on an ongoing basis for completion or daily participation. The teacher will tell the students they will be handing the sketchbooks in at the end of the lesson.

Summative Assessments: The student will have a rubric to assess their final line and color artwork.
- The students will show their artwork to the class and share their stories.
- The students will hand their sketchbooks in to be graded. The sketchbooks will be graded under the planning and explanation portion of the rubric.
- The students will complete the exit slips, which will be checked for completion. 
- The students will hand in their final artwork to the teacher, which will be graded with a rubric.
 
INSTRUCTIONAL PROCEDURES: 
Day 1:
1) Motivation (10 minutes): Before the students arrive, the teacher will write the following essential questions on the board: How can we use line and color to express ourselves? How can using line, color, and abstraction be useful in our lives? Why do artists use stories of expression in art?” The teacher will then read the questions out loud, and ask the students to think about the questions for a few minutes. After the students think to themselves, the teacher will bring the abstract expressionist paintings from lesson one back. The teacher will then talk about how every emotion has its own story. The students will be asked to think about these pieces and then discuss with their tables. The students will be asked to think back to the question “Why do artists use stories of expression in art?” After the students discuss with their groups, students will be asked to share their thoughts with the class if they would like to.
2) Development (30 minutes):  After the group discussion concludes, each student will now circle two different emotions from their thumbnails. There should be a positive and negative emotion. Each student will pick one story from their life to go with each emotion. After the emotions are picked, the students will be asked to write their experience down in their sketchbooks. The students should write at least five sentences for each emotions they picked.
3) Culmination (10 minutes): At the end of class, the students will discuss the stories with their table. If the students do not finish them, they will be asked to finish them for homework. The students will all be told that they are sharing their stories with the class at a later date.



Day 2:
1) Motivation (10 minutes): Before the students enter the room, the question “Is expressing emotions easier through art, speaking, or writing?” will be written on the board. The students will be asked to think about the questions to themselves and write a few sentences down in their sketchbooks.
2) Development (30 minutes): After the students think and write, the teacher will set up four corners; the first will be that art is easiest, the second will be that speaking is easiest, the third will be that writing is easiest, and the fourth will designate that no one form is better than the other.  Students will stand at the corner that most closely corresponds to their opinion. They will then be asked why they are standing in a certain area. The class will participate in a debate.
3) Culmination (10 minutes): After the debate concludes, the teacher will start their big assignment. Based on the students two stories from the thumbnails from previous lesson, they will now enhance their two emotions on one 15”x20” board. Both emotions will be half that size, with a border. At this time the teacher example will be shown and explained. The students will be told they can use colored pencil, paint, mixed media, or cut paper for their big project. As an exit slip, the students will be asked what material they would like to use. The answer does not have to be definite. They will be asked to think about which material they like to work with and what material works best with the picked emotions. The exit slip will be checked for completion.


Day 3:
1) Motivation (7 minutes): In the beginning of the class, the teacher will hand the students back their exit slips from the previous class. The students will be asked if they think they would like to stick to this decision, or change their answers. The teacher then will demonstrate the following techniques: Painting, cut paper, colored pencil, along with mixed media.
2) Development (40 minutes): Today the students will explore a variety of materials to discover which medium to use for their artworks. The room will have four stations: paint, colored pencil, cut paper, and mixed medium. The mixed medium stations will include all the materials along with permanent markers. The students will be split into 3 groups, and each student will work with mixed media as their last station at their original seats. At each station they will re-create the thumbnails they chose with the material at the station. Each station will be about 8 minutes.  They will then look at their pieces and decide if mixed medium is needed. For example, the teacher used marker and paint in the exemplar. 
3) Culmination (3 minutes): At the end of the class the student will do the same exit slip as last class to see if their answers changed. The students will clean up their supplies and hand the exit slips to the teacher while they exit the room.

Day 4:
1) Motivation (5 minutes): Before the class arrives, the teacher will put the exit slips from the previous class at their assigned seats. When the students arrive, they will be asked to discuss at their tables if they are working with the same material or if they changed their minds. The following questions will be written on the board: “What material are you using and why? Does it help describe your emotion drawings?”
2) Development (40 minutes): After discussion concludes, the teacher will write the measurements for the project on the board, and the students will be asked to measure their one inch borders, and put a line down the middle. The teacher will circulate around the room, making sure there is no confusion. After the students measure their boards, they can draw their two emotions.
3) Culmination (5 minutes): At the end of class, the students will have a discussion on their started drawings. They will now give each other positive comments, or suggestions for improvement. There will be no negative comments allowed. Any suggestions should be written down in a student’s sketchbook after discussion. The students will clean up after discussion and wait to be dismissed by table.

Day 5:
1) Motivation (10 minutes): At the beginning of class, the students will be asked to look in their sketchbooks for their suggestions so they can incorporate them into their drawings.
2) Development (30 minutes): The students will now continue to draw their pieces. When finished drawing, they can begin painting, coloring, cutting paper, or using mixed media.
3) Culmination (10 minutes): To refresh the students’ memories, they will be asked to fill out the following question: “How can we use line and color to express ourselves, and how is it useful in our lives?” The student will then clean up their supplies and hand their exit slips in on the way out.

Day 6:
1) Motivation (10 minutes): The students will be handed back their exit slips from the previous class. The students then will be asked to share their answers with the class.
2) Development (30 minutes): The students will continue with their media exploration on their pieces. By the end of the class period, they should be almost finished their pieces. The pieces will be due by the end of the next class period, so if students do not think they can finished them in one more class period, they should take them home, or stay after school a day to work.
3) Culmination (10 minutes): At the end of the class period, the students will stop working, and walk around the room to look at everyone’s pieces. The students now can give positive comments, or suggestions. Again, no negative comments are allowed. Any suggestions should be written down in their sketchbook. The students will then clean up and wait to be dismissed by table.

Day 7:
1) Motivation (5 minutes): At the beginning of class, the students should read any suggestions they have and plan how to make finishing touches on their pieces. If the students have no suggestions, they should discuss with their group, or write down their own ideas for improvement for themselves.
2) Development (25 minutes): After reading and discussing, the students should make finishing touches on their pieces.
3) Culmination (20 minutes): In the remaining time in class, the class will put their art up against the wall, and discuss their stories related to emotions in their line and color artwork. Students will be asked to speak, but they do not have to.
